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[ Worship and Spirituality
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As we move into this second week of Lent and have
witnessed the temptations of Jesus and his victory over the
devil, we seem to have more confidence in our relationship
with God. Even though in the Hebrew Scriptures it was
thought that to “see God” was to die, the responsorial
psalm (27:7-9a) says we should seek the presence, or the
face of God.

Now we move from the desert to the mountain top.
Moses and Elijah originally had to hide their faces in the
presence of God on mountains. In today’s Gospel they
stand side by side with Jesus and speak with him in his
splendor. The Apostles are given the privilege of seeing
this also. But then, they are told (in Matthew and Mark) not
to tell anyone about it. If you had just witnessed a splendid
sunrise or sunset, or were present at a tremendous Fourth
of July fireworks display, could you go home and not tell
anyone?

As you pass through the desert of Lent, and detour
to this mountain top, what is it that your heart desires?
How far into the desert or how high up a mountain do you
have to go to find what you are looking for? And what will
you do when you find it?

Invite the Spirit to guide you in your search as it
guided the Psalmist, and truly guided Jesus. Jesus told us
how to respond when he was asked to teach his disciples
how to pray. He told us to speak directly to “our” Father
and give him praise and glory as we ask for the help we
need to continue our journey. Jesus tells us that the Father
who sees in secret will give us all we ask for.
