HONOR THE PRECIOUS BLOOD 
 

Saint Paul asks: “The blessing cup which we 
bless, is it not a sharing in the blood Christ?”   

(1 Corinthians 10:15-16) 
 
During the Last Supper, the evening before He died, Jesus 
took the cup of wine and offered it. In the hands of Jesus, 
that cup was a cup of blessing, a cup of the new and ever-
lasting covenant, the cup that unites us with God and with 
one another as family. 
 
At that supper, Jesus took the cup of suffering he experi-
enced in the Agony in the Garden and transformed it into a 
cup of blessing.  That’s the mystery of the Eucharist. 
 
Henri Nouwen in his book “Can You Drink The Cup?” 
writes:  “Jesus died for us so that we might live.  He poured 
out His Blood for us so that we may find new life.  He gave 
Himself away for us, so that we can live as His family.  He 
became for us food and drink so that we can be fed for ev-
erlasting life.”  And what a blessing that was and still is for 
us. 
 
That is what Jesus meant when He took the cup at the Last 
Supper and said: “This is the new covenant in the blood 
poured out for you.”  (Luke 22:20) 
 
This is what Jesus wants us to realize each time we ap-
proach the altar to drink from the Communion Cup.  Amen!
