In the readings today we see the importance of hospitality.  
Anxiety and preoccupation with anything, even hospitality, can get 
in the way of listening attentively to the Lord.  Jesus tells us, “Seek 
first His kingship over you, His way of holiness, and all these 
things will be given you besides.”  (Matthew 6:33)  When we listen 
well, we will know what He will us to do, which will be for the best 
good.  We will then also be able to trust in His providence. 

MONTH OF THE PRECIOUS BLOOD OF JESUS 
During the month of July, dedicated to the Precious Blood of Je-
sus, we pray the Litany of the Precious Blood and the Seven Of-
fers of the Precious Blood alternately at 6:55 am each day in ad-
vance of the daily 7:00 am Mass at St. John’s.  Join with our mem-
bers of the Missionaries of the Precious Blood in prayerful consid-
eration of the great price Jesus paid for our salvation.  By His 
stripes, by His most precious blood, we are healed. 

We hear today the familiar story of Martha and Mary.  Martha, who 
is aware that Jesus is the Messiah (John 11:27), gets lost in the 
details of being a hostess.  Could there be a parallel in our lives, 
for example when we complain or argue about how the Eucharist 
is celebrated — the choir is too loud, the homily too long, altar 
servers shouldn’t wear sneakers to church, people talk too much 
before Mass and on and on?  When these details disrupt our at-
tention and distract us from why we are present at Mass, we have 
become Marthas.  We are to be like Mary at Mass, focused on the 
Lord.  We need to give Him our complete attention, along with our 
profoundest thanks.  In our daily lives we need to develop the 
habit of thanking people whose work goes unnoticed, such as 
store cashiers, delivery people, office clerks and food servers.  We 
need to be like Mary in the workplace and at home.
