In the Gospel this Sunday, Jesus teaches that his heavenly father 
is the giver of good gifts.  Then he goes on to say, “What father 
among you would hand his son a snake when he asks for a fish?  
Or hand him a scorpion when he asks for an egg? 
 

You might have seen and heard of Glenn Beck, a controversial 
commentator who appears regularly on Fox News.  For Glenn 
there is no middle road.  He is very outspoken in his opinions.  
One either strongly agrees with his views or just as strongly dis-
agrees.  He is particularly critical of the political situation and what 
he claims is the negative direction in which our society is heading 
today. 
 

The following is not intended to endorse Mr. Beck or his ideas but 
to thank him for his witness of faith.  Midway through his keynote 
address this past Saturday during his American Revival tour, Mr. 
Beck tearfully told the Salt Lake City crowd of 6,000 that he has 
been diagnosed with macular dystrophy.  His doctor told him that 
he may or may not go blind in a year.  He admitted that he had 
been living with this dreadful possibility since he was 31 years old.  
He choked up when he told the audience how ironic it was that his 
great passion is reading. 
 

During his talk that night Glenn Beck shard his faith in a concrete 
way.  He did not blame God for treating him unfairly.  He was not 
angry with God. Mr. Beck told the audience that it was his faith in 
his heavenly and loving Father that is getting him through this 
ordeal. 
(

And then he shard this prayer:  “Lord, if you need my eyes, they’re 
yours.  They were yours the whole time anyway.  Thank you for 
letting me see as long as I have.  That’s a blessing!” 
 

A blessing!  The Gospel for this Sunday concludes with Jesus 
telling us:  “If fathers know how to give good gifts to their children, 
how much more will the Father in heaven give the Holy Spirit to 
those who ask him?” 
 

Faith is the most precious gift that our loving Father gives...to
